Wing Young Huie is a celebrated photographer who creates up-to-the-minute societal
mirrors of our changing cultural landscape. His recent projects include: Memory and Aging
(2007), Inside The Springs, a one-mile public exhibition of 106 photographs along highway 12
in Boyes Hot Springs and at the Sonoma Valley Museum of Art, California (2008), and Far
From Lake Wobegon, a collaboration with ethnomusicologist Allison Adrian on Lutheran con-
gregations in Minnesota (ongoing). Huie is currently photographing the neighborhoods con-
nected by University Avenue in St. Paul, Minnesota for a six-mile installation in 2010 in which
images will be projected on store windows and buildings.

Huie has published three books. His first book, Frogtown: Photographs and
Conversations from an Urban Neighborhood was published in 1996. In 2001, he published
Lake Street USA, which The Minneapolis Star Tribune hailed as one of the 25 most important
books ever printed about Minnesota. His third book, Looking for Asian America: An
Ethnocentric Tour (2007), explores the funny, touching, and sometimes strange intersection of
Asian American and American cultures.

This workshop will cut through the words and chatter and provide tools to implement change to improve your environ-
mental performance in an incremental and thoughtful way. The focus is on easy and low-cost steps before progressing
to the more technically challenging or more expensive changes your museum may want to plan to undertake over time.

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T4 - An afternoon at the Mill City Museum ($10)

Enjoy Minneapolis’s riverfront and the Mill City Museum. An attraction for all ages, Mill City
Museum chronicles the flour milling industry that dominated world flour production for
roughly a half-century and fueled the growth of Minneapolis, recognized across the nation
and around the world as “Mill City.” Built within the ruins of a National Historic Landmark
— the Washburn A Mill — the museum provides a multi-sensory, interactive journey. The
story of flour milling — and its impact on Minneapolis, the nation and the world — comes
to life through the eight-story Flour Tower and other hands-on exhibits.

T5 - Minneapolis Institute of  Arts and the Midwest Arts Conservation Center T our ($10)

A neoclassical landmark since 1915 in the Twin Cities, the Minneapolis Institute of Arts expanded in 1974 with an addi-
tion designed by the late Japanese architect Kenzo Tange. In June 2006, the museum
unveiled a new wing designed by architect Michael Graves. The Target Wing includes
thirty-four new galleries, a new Lecture Hall, Photographs Study Room, Print Study
Room, and an Art Research Library. The Graves design respectfully combined the neo-
classical elegance of the original McKim, Mead & White 1915 building with the minimal-
ism of Tange’s 1974 addition. The MIA's permanent collection includes eighty thousand
objects in seven key curatorial areas: Africa, Oceania, and the Americas; Architecture,
Design, Decorative Arts, Craft, and Sculpture; Asian Art; Paintings and Modern
Sculpture; Photographs; Prints and Drawings; and Textiles. The tour will also include an
opportunity to view the Midwest Arts Conservation Center, a non-profit regional center
dedicated to the preservation and conservation of arts and artifacts.

T6 - SHOP ‘TIL YOU DROP AT MALL OF AMERICA ($10)
